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AN EXAGGERATED EXHIBITION
“Hot Stuff” by John Miller Opens at Pittsburgh Glass Center on July 2

PITTSBURGH, PA — June 29, 2010 — We’re not blowing this one out of
proportion. John Miller has already done that in his exhibition of larger-than-life blown
glass works at Pittsburgh Glass Center (PGC) entitled “Hot Stuff’ opening on Friday,
July 2, 2010 from 6 to 9pm.

“Hot Stuff” features Miller's Claes Oldenburg-like, over-sized goblets and
glassware including martini and daiquiri glasses — some holding as much as five gallons
— and some super-sized fast food from his “Blue Plate Special” series. Newer work,
which he made during a residency at PGC this spring, includes keys and fobs for a
really big car that Miller says was inspired by his grandmother’s Datsun. Also on display
will be a variety of other gigantic blown glass objects such as lighters, cigarettes and
matchbooks.

He said, "l try to find an equilibrium between the intensity of glass blowing and
the humor which can be found in art and the art-making process."

“My work reflects both a love of the immediacy of the glass material and a
respect for its demanding properties. Some pieces are very formal and about glass and
how it moves; others envelope a sense of humor and playfulness. | am always
interested in pushing the medium to its heights. My work is about control and proportion
as much as it is about finding new textures and forms,” said Miller.

Miller began working in glass in 1987 at Southern Connecticut State University
and received his M.F.A. in sculpture from the University of lllinois at Urbana-
Champaign. He has been on staff at Pilchuck Glass School since 1993 in various
positions including technician, coordinator, gaffer and instructor. In 1998, he was
awarded the Creative Glass Center of America (C.G.C.A.) Fellowship at Wheaton
Village in Millville, NJ. He resides in Normal, IL and exhibits his work, teaches and

lectures across the U.S.
